Campo Lindo Farms is a 280 acre farm located about 35 miles north of Kansas City in Lathrop,
Missouri. Jay and Carol Maddick purchased what used to be a dairy farm in 1991, and set about
farming using what is today a common farm model: the husband farms while the wife works in the
city to provide an income and health benefits.

In 1995, their son Brandon was born and Carol decided that she wanted to be a work-at-home
mom. Their 100 head cow herd would not support them, so they decided to change their way of
thinking and farming. They expanded their 25 hen laying flock to 200 so they could sell some eggs,
and began raising pastured poultry. Jay and Carol would process the chickens once per month in
one of the old barns, and neighbors would come and pick up their chickens on the day they were
butchered.

Slowly and steadily, the number of chickens and eggs increased to the point where the family
began making deliveries to a few select restaurants and grocery stores in the city. In an attempt to
not lose the connection with their customers, Carol began putting a short personal note inside of
each egg carton.

Today, Jay and Carol continue to grow their all natural, free range poultry on their farm and the old
barn has been modified to meet USDA standards. Campo Lindo Farms is one of a handful of
places in the nation where the birds are processed on-farm under USDA inspection. Everything is
still done by hand (pretty much just like grandma might have done it) and the chickens are
delivered, fresh, the following day. The layer flock has expanded to a couple of thousand ladies
and Jay and Carol are grateful that both Brandon and Isabel can help with the chores.

Campo Lindo Farms is still committed to the same principles as when Jay and Carol began this
adventure. “We strive to provide the highest quality, all natural, food to people who live in Kansas
City and we work hard to ensure that our animals receive the very best care we can give them. We
believe that it is of utmost importance for people to know where their food comes from , and
know that a close relationship between farmer and ‘eater’ can benefit everyone involved. There is
so much we can learn from each other!”
